The Broken Bow City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, April 28, 2026, in the Broken
Bow Municipal Auditorium. Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof by publication in
the Custer County Chief, the designated method for giving notice. Advance notice of the meeting,
a copy of the agenda, and related council materials were given to the Mayor and all members of
the City Council. These items were also given to various local media outlets. All proceedings
hereafter shown were taken while the meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Moved by Wamsley, seconded by Holland to approve the reappointment of Nicolle Bailey to the
Broken Bow Planning Commission for a 2 year term ending April 2028. Roll Call Vote: Voting aye:
Kleeb, Wamsley, and Holland. Nays: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Kleeb, seconded by Holland to approve the appointment of Luke Wassom to the Broken
Bow Planning Commission for a 2 year term ending April 2028. Roll Call Vote: Voting aye: Kleeb,
Wamsley, and Holland. Nays: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Wamsley, seconded by Kleeb to approve the appointment of Hunter Thomas to the
Broken Bow Planning Commission for a 1 year term ending April 2027. Roll Call Vote: Voting aye:
Kleeb, Wamsley, and Holland. Nays: None. Motion carried.

Moved by Kleeb, seconded by Wamsley to approve Resolution 2026-06, authorizing the closure of
existing City of Broken Bow credit cards with Elan Financial Services. Administrator Schmidt said
that this resolution reverses the actions of Resolution 2025-20 from 2025 where we opened new credit
cards with Elan Financial Services. He explained that the new credit cards were opened with the
intention of being easier to process and manage but it didn’t end up being the case and there were also
higher yearly fees associated with them than anticipated. The resolution would allow the city staff to
close those accounts and go back to the credit cards that we previously had as they are still open and
useable. He further explained that if this resolution is approved, agenda item G will allow us to put
more staff members on the previous credit cards so that we can call in and make changes as needed.

She said that the
report was approved by the Community Redevelopment Authority (CRA) on April 23, 2026, and
is required to be sent to any governing body or political subdivision whose property taxes may be
affected by the TIF projects by May 1, 2026.

CITY OF BROKEN BOW ORDINANCE
NO. 1308

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE CITY TO MAKE MANDATORY
MONTHLY ASSESSMENTS ON UTILITY BILLS OF RESIDENTIAL
PROPERTIES AND BUSINESS PROPERTIES WITHIN THE CORPORATE
LIMITS OF THE CITY; PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT OF SAID MONTHLY
ASSESSMENTS TO BROKEN BOW MUNICIPAL UTILITIES; REPEALING ALL
ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND
PROVIDING FOR PENALTY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

SECTION 1. The City of Broken Bow commencing the 1st day of the month
following adoption of said ordinance, will assess and collect a minimum monthly charge of
$27.00 per residential household or low volume commercial business or operation per
month. Small businesses and/or operations shall be $37.25 per month if they receive
once a week pickup service with up to three containers. Medium businesses and/or
operations with more than once a week pickup or more than three containers shall pay
$48.25 per month. The large commercial businesses or operations will be those who receive
more than once a week pickup service or have more than three containers of approximately
30 gallons each, or a dumpster shall pay $73.25 per month. Super large businesses and/or
operations shall be charged by weight and number of trips as determined by hauler and the
City. Apartment complexes with one utility meter shall be treated as a commercial business
or operation.

SECTION 2. The City will make mandatory monthly assessments on utility bills of
residential properties and business properties within the corporate limits of the City.

SECTION 3. The City Administrator, Board of Public Works, and the hauler, will
hear all complaints and claims presented by the citizens of the City pertaining to the fees
charged for the collection of garbage, rubbish, trash, and waste within the residential and
commercial districts within said municipality.

SECTION 4. Violation of said ordinance shall be punishable up to $500.00 per
offense.

SECTION 5. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed.

INTERLOCAL COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT
FOR
THE CUSTER COUNTY COMMUNICATIONS CENTER

The County of Custer and the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska hereby enter into this Agreement pursuant to
the Interlocal Cooperative Act, Article VIII, of Chapter 13, R.R.S., 1943.

WHEREAS, pursuant to an earlier Interlocal Agreement, the County of Custer has established,

maintained, and operated the "Custer County Communications Center"; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Broken Bow is desirous of continuing to receive communication services

from said Center; and,

WHEREAS, each of the parties to this agreement is a public agency as defined in Section 13-803,
R.R.S., 1943, and each party hereto is authorized by a duly enacted resolution of its governing body either

before signing or by future ratification to enter into this agreement.

WHEREAS, the intent of this agreement is to mutually benefit both the County of Custer and the

City of Broken Bow by dividing the expense of operating the communications center.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein after contained, it is agreed

by and between the parties hereto as follows:

1. That the County of Custer shall purchase all the necessary equipment in order to run the
"Custer County Communications Center" which will provide, at a minimum, all
dispatching equipment for the County of Custer and the City of Broken Bow for Law
Enforcement, Fire and Ambulance services.

2. That the County of Custer shall provide all personnel necessary to operate the "Custer

County Communications Center" on a continuous 24 hour per day basis.

That the County of Custer shall provide all “after hours” and emergency dispatching of
Municipal Utilities. After hours will be defined as between the hours of 5:00 PM and
8:00 AM.

That during the time that this Agreement remains in effect, an Administrator appointed by
the County of Custer shall administer the "Custer County Communications Center". The
County of Custer shall be responsible for the hiring, replacement, or removal of the
Administrator of the "Custer County Communications Center". The Administrator shall
be responsible for adopting, maintaining, and amending any policy governing operations
of the "Custer County Communications Center", hiring a Communications Director to
run the day-to-day operations of the Custer County Communications Center, and any
other things necessary to carry out the purpose of this Agreement.

There is further created a Communications Agreement Oversight Committee consisting
of eight (8) members. The Oversight Committee shall be comprised of four (4) members
from each Party’s respective legislative board and/or staff members, provided that the
number of members from any one board shall not constitute a quorum of that board. This
committee shall use reasonable/best efforts to meet, no less than, quarterly with a
schedule of meeting dates for that year provided to all Communications Agreement
Oversight Committee members, members of the Custer County Board of Supervisors,
Broken Bow City Mayor, Broken Bow City Council, and Broken Bow City Administrator
by January 31% of each year this agreement is in effect.

Communications Agreement Oversight Committee shall have authority to advise and
make recommendations to the Administrator and County Board of Supervisors regarding
the operation of the system. The Committee shall provide financial monitoring and

oversight of all activities conducted under this Agreement.

A RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE SALE OF SURPLUS REAL PROPERTY OF THE
CITY OF BROKEN BOW, NEBRASKA.

WHEREAS, the City of Broken Bow does have in its possession certain property
deemed to be surplus property to the City, with a fair market value of greater than
$5,000, and wishes to dispose of this property; and

WHEREAS, State Statute 17-503 allows for the sale of surplus real property; and

WHEREAS, the sale will be conducted as a sealed bid auction with the following
instructions:

1) Bids must be submitted in writing to the City Clerk by Friday, June 5, 2026, at
12:00 P.M. at the Municipal Building, 314 South 10" Avenue in Broken Bow.

2) Sealed bids will be open at the City Council Meeting held in the Broken Bow
Municipal Building on June 9, 2026, meeting commencing at 6:00 P.M.

3) The high bidder, regardless of city staff’s ability to contact such bidder, will
have until June 19, 2026, to make full payment. The failure to make such
payment will result in either, a) the City accepting the next highest bid, or b)
the City rejecting all bids and canceling the sale.

4) The City reserved the right to reject all bids for said property.
